| first had the opportunity to know his
works in late November 1998 when he
exhibited in Barcelona | was amongthe
first to notice how, through the intensity
of his colors, he had in his paintings not
only a forceful way of affirming the
strength of a society that combinesthe
natural with the man-made, but also an
important way of showing that people,
born of very different cultures and
traditions knw to work together towards
common  goals,and yet always
maintainingwhat is essentiallytheir own
and understanding and sharing what
they have made together in positive
socialprogress.

In recent years Ulpian Carrasco has
exhibited in various countries in Europe,
Asiaand America. His works have been
connected with  various public
institutions andwithout compromise,he
has continued to express the urban-
oriented strength and alsothe progress
of the nationswhich he hasvisited.

| am therefore very pleased that
Ulpiano Carrasco has now turned his
eye to Singaporeand that he has been
transfixed by the urban growth of this
city, from its background as a fertile,
well-organized agricultura society, to a
large industrial development which
